Alivia's National Organizations contributions play a central role in Alivia Network growth. Established and mature ANOs with higher income contribute some part of their income to Alivia International Foundation (AIF). The role of AIF is to aggregate these funds and allocate them to other AN organisations, which are in the initial stage of development and lack financial self-sufficiency. 
Redistribution
Alivia Network is based on financial redistribution policy. It means that AN members participate in a contribution system, whose goal is to redirect significant funds from established and mature ANOs with higher income to new and low income ANOs. 
AIF plays an important role in setting the distribution rules and funds movement. AIF's role is to receive annual contributions and allocate them to other organisations according to the budget and operational plan. AIF is responsible to prepare and execute appropriate legal framework for secure redistribution.
